Steve Lerner                                3WallBall Throughout the Years                      

During my time as the Commissioner of the Classic Professional Racquetball Tour (CPRT), a local Las Vegas player approached me at 
the 2008 CPRT Pro Nationals to see if we were interested in some possible support from one of the Strip’s hotels.  David Grolman was 
the Vice-President of Operations for The STRAT Hotel, and I introduced him to the two future Hall of Fame Contributors to Outdoor 
Racquetball; Mike Coulter and Hank Marcus.  The STRAT came on board as a CPRT Sponsor but more importantly, The STRAT had two 
other significant assets; a big open parking lot on Las Vegas Boulevard and a second high-level Executive that was also a racquetball 
player, Tom Moore.  Over the next year and a half, plans came together to turn that parking lot into a 10-court world-class outdoor 
venue to host the richest outdoor event in history and the first ever combined professional racquetball AND handball event.  World 
Outdoor Racquetball and the World Players of Handball joined forces to support the event and in September 2010 3Wallball was 
founded and the first annual 3Wallball World Championships was held.  This inaugural event had nearly 800 entries and was Internet 
broadcast on two networks to 31 countries.  

In 2011, 3Wallball not only added additional courts for the year two but also added a third sport as the National Paddleball Associa-
tion came onboard with both professional and amateur divisions.  Each of these early years saw increased participation and enhance-
ments to the venue and overall event.  2012 saw the introduction of the 3Wallball Cup Series that connected events throughout the 
year and across the country to the 3Wallball World Championships and increased visibility and a year-round profile for 3Wallball.  

In 2013, 3Wallball added professional and amateur one-wall divisions as the Championships continued to grow and evolve into the 
event as we know it today.  In 2015, over 400,000 viewers watched over 11 million minutes (about 21 years) of action broadcast on 
ESPN3 and the WatchESPN app. In 2016, ESPN returned with a 12% increase in viewers and 18% increase in viewing time.  By 2017, 
there were 17 courts and nearly 1500 matches played with competitors from 30 states and 7 countries; numbers that remained con-
sistent since then.  

2023 is the fourteenth anniversary of the 3Wallball World Championships and over that time the event has showcased many of the 
greatest players in the history of racquetball, handball, and paddleball. The event has been the recipient of great support from the 
manufacturers of each sport and consistent support from many local sponsors, most notably of course, The STRAT.  The 3Wallball 
World Championships has been a supporter of several charities including the National Fibromyalgia Research Association, the Boy 
Scouts of America, and the Military Racquetball Federation.  

Through the years I, and the event, have seen and experienced a lot.  There were rain delays (isn’t Las Vegas in the desert?), wind 
storms that lifted the courts off the ground, a bomb scare that evacuated the hotel stopping play, a truck crashing through the glass 
doors of The STRAT and many round the clock nights of play.  I’ll always have fond memories of Thursday matches ending at 5am and 
Friday matches starting at 6am with only time for a quick shower and warm milkshake with Hank.  I’ll also always appreciate all the 
players that took care of me and our staff with coffee, breakfast, snacks, late night BBQ from their RV’s, and maybe even an adult 
beverage or two.  

As I look back on the last thirteen years, I am incredibly thankful and proud to have been a part of this event from the beginning as 
the Tournament Director for the first seven years and working behind the scenes with a great team since. The vision of Mike Coulter 
and Hank Marcus along with the support of The STRAT and the many organizations within the sports, helped launch the greatest se-
ries of events in Outdoor 3 wall and 1 wall history.  Every player in every year of the events was part of something special, and it was 
for them that we did this and continued to put on the 3 Wallball World Championships.

That was my reaction when Hank Marcus first told me 
about Mike Coulter’s vision for 3WallBall. Let’s make this happen!  What can I do?  

Steve Lerner did an amazing job and set the standard as Event Director. Coordinating Racquetball, Paddleball, and Handball is no 
easy task, especially when you layer on 1wall and 3wall. This event has had a positive lasting effect on all three sports that lasts 
beyond the weekend each year.  It’s been an honor to be part of the 3wallball team since the beginning.  

I had huge shoes to fill when I took over as Event Director, as Steve Lerner had set the bar very high! We were able to continue the 
tradition of excellence and participation snowballed.  

Personally, my 3WallBall experience started out with a bang.  My wife Patty and I got married on Friday night of the second year 
of the 3WallBall Championships in 2012 at the top of The STRAT Hotel.  Our post to join us for a drink afterwards turned into 150+ 
attendees at an unplanned player party!  Vegas Baby!  

I tried to help Steve in any way that I could during his years as Event Director. Thank goodness I did, as good karma was on my side 
in 2017.  Hurricane Irma made landfall on Sept 10, 2017, and I was without power, no cell service and no internet until I left for 
Vegas. I had to leave my house for any contact with the outside world. With only 11 days before the tournament started on 
9/21/2017. Yikes. Out of the blue, Peggine Tellez swooped in like a superhero and saved the day. And so, the torch passed, this 
event is in great hands now!  



3WallBall Throughout the Years

This will be the 14 year anniversary of 3WallBall and like everything in life that seems so long ago, when I think about the planning & the 

first year, it seems like it was only yesterday. Fourteen years is a lifetime in our sport & an event like this where you literally have to 

build the "club" to host it; what an amazing accomplishment & legacy.  

There were many doubters that 3WallBall would happen that first year.  Up to that point, outdoor had built one court for events in 

Southern California & in partnership with the Military Racquetball Federation on the USS Bonhomme Richard aircraft carrier thanks to 

Chuck West & Scott Winters. It was at the MRF event on the aircraft carrier that Mike Coulter had a vision.  If you could build one porta-

ble court, then you could build enough to host a major tournament in Las Vegas.  The months leading up to the first event were filled 

with messages every day from players & sponsors asking if this was really going to happen!  My stock answer was no matter how diffi-

cult or groundbreaking you think this is, it will happen.  Mike has never started a project he hasn't finished.  When the first pictures be-

gan to roll in of the start of construction, people were hooked.  I will never forget my first live look at the courts on the Monday prior to 

the event; it was amazing to see all the courts in the shadow of The STRAT Tower & lights from the Las Vegas Strip.  

So, the real secret of this event is the people that made it happen, who spend all their time in the background allowing the players, fans 

& sponsors to enjoy the limelight & the event.  Exactly the way it should be.  After 13 years, a quick shout out to those that created the 

legacy from the start.  Mike Coulter for his vision, stubbornness, expertise & love of the game; Alan, Haberto & his crew who every year 

spend two weeks in the heat building the 3WB city & tearing it down in 3 days; David Grolman who saw & supported the vision on The 

STRAT's parking lot; Steve Lerner for all his organizational & diplomatic skills; Randy Lam for his year round diligence & communication; 

Dave Vincent/WPH who realized that Racquetball & Handball are brothers with much more in common than different.  So many peo-

ple have contributed so much over the years to make this happen, but these are the pioneers that had the vision to create year 1 of 

something many said would never happen.
